“HE WHO ABIDES IN ME
HE BEARS ABUNDANT FRUIT”

Service is the greatest manifestation that we love one
another. Love is a mutual concern, in which those who love
each other are willing to bear the toil of each other’s life. A
love that cannot be reduced to mere words, but must be
manifested in deeds. To be attentive to others, concerned,
attentive to their needs with an attitude of help, is service.
The mission of the Church, on the other hand, as the
sacrament of salvation, has to realize in its bosom the reality
of human life: love or service. The institution of the deacons,
servants, is only a sample of this fundamental tendency that
the community must realize.

The first reading reminds us of the image of Paul,
once converted, when he tried to join the disciples in
Jerusalem, but everyone was afraid of him because of what
he had done before, so Barnabas introduced him to the
apostles. This attitude was often repeated in the Christian
communities, until they returned to the old posture of the
Jews, who distrusted everyone in general.

The invitation of the second reading is the Lord's
commandment: That we believe and love: “To believe in the
name of Jesus Christ is to love one another”; for the figure of
the cross dominates Christian spirituality, for he who keeps
the commandments abides in God, and God in him; in this
we know that he abides in us, through the Holy Spirit, whom
he gave us.

Faith in Christ makes us meet Him as the branch in the
vine. This communion with him that today's Gospel asks of
us urges us to live his same life in mutual love. The fraternal
service is the abundant fruit, which is to produce the grafted
in Christ: “Abide in me and I will be with you always".

Special reason with the reflection of the day, to
review our human attitudes in the midst of relationships with
our loved ones in each family, group of friends, neighbors
and fellow travelers in this world, giving us the place that
corresponds to us, and knowing in advance what kind
of friends and people we have at our side, because often
the environments in which we move are not the most
appropriate, and perhaps many times the people with whom
we deal are not at our level, given this, we often live in hostile
environments and in the midst of conflicts that lead nowhere.

To be inserted in the tree of life with God has to be a
priority to live in peace with everyone; hence, the good news
and how to transmit it more by example than by words: “If
you remain in me, and my words remain in you, ask whatever
you want and I will give it to you".
